Online System - What’s new?
1. Online grading application process has been improved.
[bookmark: _GoBack]A bug that caused some grading applications to go missing after payment (member paid his/her grading but the name was not listed) has been fixed and the process revised and improved; most of those changes won’t be visible but, your name will be on the list after you finalize payment.
2. After you  have completed the grading application, you will see on your profile a message like this one;  along with the automatic receipt sent to you by PayPal, this is the proof that your application has been successfully registered [image: ]
3. Also, if by any chance you don’t read/see the message listed above a second protective mechanism will kick-in if you try to click on the application tab again. In the above example, the member has registered for Ikkyu examination so, if the member clicks again on the Iaido grading tab it will be re-directed to a confirmation page that looks like this[image: ]
4. Again, your Dojo administrator still having access to grading lists so you can triple-check with him/her about your name; it should be there.
5. Also – not new but recent – members that belong to more than one Dojo will show on the list of members of each Dojo where they belong.
