DEVELOPMENT FUND APPLICATION

GENERAL INFORMATION


The purpose of the Development Fund is to provide financial assistance to members and dojos of the Canadian Kendo Federation (CKF) for the development, study, and promotion of Kendo, Iaido and Jodo in Canada.  Dojos and members must be current members (in good standing) of CKF in order for applications to be considered.  The assistance is mainly directed to CKF dojos and clubs.  Examples of funding opportunities are seminars, competition and special training events. Request for individual grants in some cases may be considered and will require the approval of the Development Committee and the President. 
Applications must be completed on CKF Development Fund forms via scanned forms or on Word or Excel, sent to the CKF Development Fund Regional Director, Treasurer and President. No application will be considered after the proposed event or seminar take place.   Applications must be submitted at least thirty days prior to the actual activity. 
General Requirements

Applications must be approved by a senior CKF dojo sensei or senior pertaining to the applicant’s club membership. 
Annual awards are limited to budgeted development funds in each year.

Preliminary decisions are made by the Regional CKF Fund Director and CKF treasurer, but final approval must be given by the CKF president.
Previous award recipients with outstanding final reports will be ineligible for a grant. 

It is understood that should an event or activity awarded not take place, the paid award will be returned in total to CKF within ten days.
There is no appeal process.  Final decision rests with the President.

Incomplete applications or applications requiring further information will be returned for  additional information (however deadlines must be adhered to).
If requested, the applicants must provide whatever documents, receipts, vouchers, etc. as required by the Treasurer.  All approved and paid awards are subject to review and audit.

Priority will be given to activities that will contribute to the development of Kendo, Iaido and Jodo in Canada.
